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TRIGGERING READING HABITS IN
CHILDREN:

Reading is considered a pleasurable past-
time more so for children. It is supposed to
provide a much-needed change from their
study-based schedule. However, of late, this
reading habit seems to be getting reduced
alarmingly. There are many reasons which
attribute to this decline. Majority of these
reasons are unavoidable and hence a
challenge to get rid of completely.

However, there are some innovative ways
to enhance reading habits in children.
Parents are the first to introduce the books
to their children. Reading passages or a
story from a book is hugely beneficial in
influencing book reading. When a child is
young, an exciting story acts as a trigger to
read the same book on growing up.




Gift a book for various celebrations such as
birthday, vacation, passing an examination.
Take your child to a book store, book
exhibition or a library. Take him/her thru’ a
children's’ section. This will harbour a
browsing habit and will open up a vast
universe of knowledge.

Once a child enters the formal schooling,
the teachers and the librarian help enhance
reading habits. Storytelling or a book
reading session by a teacher or any class
children creates a positive reading vibe. A
morning prayer session can have a news
reading from the newspapers. A weekly
news magazine compilation project can be
given as an introduction to the magazines
and newspapers as current affairs sources.

A dramatisation of historical events,
characters, mythological stories, scientific,
social and political events will also usher a
wave of new readers for those books.

The various subject teachers can display
the library books in their respective classes
which must be read by the students for
gaining a sharper insight into the subject.
Similarly, the library can display books on a
given theme such as environment day,
science day, Literacy day etc. A book
reading session on these themes can also
be organized. Children can be encouraged
to write their stories, poems, and essays
published in a school newsletter. This
practice will once again bring in focus on
reading to improve the use of language. The
games like quiz, treasure hunt etc make the
children visit the library and read the
relevant book to solve or answer the quiz
guestions. Here the book's format is
immaterial — it can be physical or electronic.
What is critical, however, is to inculcate a
love of reading, a life-long passion.
